Traffic:  

Exeter can get very congested at times, and it can take 30 minutes to get from the A30/M5 to the 

venue. 

Parking: 

The venue has a small free car park around the back, if full, you can try the area marked Staff Only 

(tends to be unused 90% of the time, so not generally an issue).  

Exeter City Council have put up various parking restriction notices in the car park, and they are 

checking. Please leave a note in your car window stating that you are at the Riverside LC All Day 

Volleyball Tournament. 

The car park in front of the shops is now only 1 hour parking, you can also park in the housing estate 

behind the venue (5 minutes’ walk away). That’s turn right at the traffic light from the venue, under 

the railway bridge, right at the next set of lights by Aldi / Range and anywhere in this area.
